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Five Tiger Generals, from "The Romance of the Three Kingdoms", refers to the five generals who followed Liu Bei to
establish the Shuhan regime during the Three Kingdoms period at the end of Han Dynasty in Chinese history, namely
Guan Yu, Zhang Fei, Zhao Yun, Ma Chao, and Huang Zhong. When Chen Shou first wrote "Three Kingdoms", he put
five people side by side into one biography, but he didn't put forward the concept of five generals. After a long
historical evolution, these five people were shaped into the Five Tigers, and they were recorded to varying degrees in
literary works, history books, and personal collections, and they were widely circulated among the people in the
form of art. With the development of the times, the order of the characters of the five people has also changed in
various versions. The "Siku Quanshu" presided over by Emperor Qianlong of the Qing Dynasty also included the Five
Tiger Generals.
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Zhao Yun, courtesy name Zilong, was born in Changshan Zhending, Eight feet long, with a majestic appearance, a
famous general of the Shu Han Dynasty in the late Han Dynasty and the Three Kingdoms period in Chinese history,
and Guan Yu and Zhang Fei are also known as the "Three Men of Yannan". Zhao Yun followed Liu Bei for nearly 30
years. He participated in the Battle of Bowangpo, Changbanpo, and Jiangnan Pingding. . In addition to fighting
everywhere, Zhao Yun also successively served as the prefect of Guiyang as a general, stayed at the public security as
a Sima in the camp, and supervised Jiangzhou as a general of Yijun. In addition, when Zhao Yun pacified Yizhou, he
cited the story of Huo Qubing (a famous Chinese general) to persuade Liu Bei to return the fields and houses to the
people, and after Guan Yu and Zhang Fei were killed, he advised Liu Bei not to attack Wu, so later generations praised
him as a confucian general in the overall situation. He was even considered a perfect character during the Three
Kingdoms period.After Zhao Yun's death, he was posthumously named "Shunping Hou" in the fourth year of Jingyao
in the Shu Han Dynasty (261), and his image of "Ever-victorious General" has been widely circulated in later genera-
tions.
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Caring for the people

In the seventeenth year of Jian'an (212), Liu Bei broke with Liu
Zhang, attacked Liu Zhang's forces from Jiameng, and called Zhuge
Liang to lead his army into Shu.

Zhuge Liang led Zhao Yun and Zhang Fei back to Jiangxi, all the
way to pacify the prefectures and counties, until Jiangzhou (now
Chongging, China}, and then divided into two groups, Zhuge Liang
and Zhang Fei took the north road, and Zhao Yun led another army
to go south, from the outer water along the Yangtze River to
Jiangyang (now Luzhou, Sichuan, China), Qianwei, and finally meet
in Chengdu. After Liu Bei captured Chengdu, he appointed Zhao
Yun as the general of Yijun.

After Liu Bei pacified Yizhou, someone persuaded Liu Bei to
distribute the houses in Chengdu and the mulberry fields outside
the city to the generals. Zhao Yun retorted: "In the past, Huo
Qubing (famous general in Chinese history) once said that the
enemy is not destroyed, and there is no way to make a home.
What's more, there is not only one enemy, and it cannot be settled
down. You must wait until the chaos and thieves in the world are
calmed down before you can let the soldiers Returning home to
cultivate the fields is the right way. The people of Yizhou have
encountered war for the first time. We should return the fields,
houses and real estate to them, let them live and work in peace and
contentment first, and then call them into military service and let
them pay money and food. Only in this way can we win the hearts
of the people in Yizhou." Liu Bei followed Zhao Yun's suggestion.
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The bright silver gun is also known as the corner gun and the gentian bright silver gun. One of the top ten famous guns in ancient times, it is the weapon used by Zhao
Yun in the Three Kingdoms in Chinese history. Zhao Zilong, with a blue rainbow sword in his left hand and a silver spear in his right hand, stepped off a white dragon
horse, wearing a white helmet and white armor. Chang Banpo rode alone to save his master, and fought back and forth among millions of Cao troops. He is very

invincible. Such a fierce general is Chang Shan Zhao Zilong,
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
